Exchange in 1962. Originally listed as Leighton Contractors Limited it changed its name
to Leighton Holdings Limited in 1971. Leighton Holdings oversees and monitors the
overall performance of the operating companies, provides strategic direction, planning,
financial management and market positioning and handles corporate public affairs.

Leighton Holdings’ principal objective is to develop and maintain a financially sound,
competitive and profitable organisation that recognises the needs of shareholders,
clients and employees as well as those of the communities within which the Group
companies operate.

Established in Queensland in 1933, the contracting area of Thiess became part of the
Leighton Group in 1983. Today Thiess is a broad-based construction, engineering and
contract mining company and Australia’s leading contractor in the coal industry. The
company offers services in civil and process engineering, building, contract mining and
environmental services.

Thiess operates through geographic and specialist business units with offices
throughout Australia, Indonesia and the near Pacific region. Thiess Environmental
Services was formed in 1988. This wholly owned subsidiary provides services in
domestic and commercial waste collection, waste water management, waste transfer
station operation, site remediation and landfill.

700 Collins Street expresses the campus style office typology
with large, light filled typical floors in a low height form. Located
in the Docklands area, the 17 level building comprises large floor
plates with a central core and two winter garden zones designed
to deliver natural light and assist in heating and cooling of the
building using natural ventilation in mild weather.

The building contains two specific retail areas on Level 1 and
Level 4, a lobby cafe and a 3 level car park providing parking

for 300 vehicles. Flexible floor space and plentiful natural

light attracted high profile tenants including The Bureau of
Meteorology which chose 700 Collins Street to house its Head
Office and Victorian Regional Office and currently lease over
half of the building. 700 Collins Street was sold upon completion.

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This innovative project saw the design and construction of a
new 11 level office tower above an existing 10 level carpark.
The unusual brief created many challenges including the
design and construction of an office tower core containing
lifts, stairs and service risers through the existing carpark
and new columns to support the office tower which had to

penetrate the carpark levels.

A new entry lobby to the building at Kent Street was
achieved by partially demolishing a number of carpark
levels. The carpark was required to be re-opened for

public use whilst construction of the office tower continued
overhead and this was achieved on target just seven months

after construction commenced.

Despite the extensive and complex nature of demolition
and construction required, the project was completed
within the set programme and budget. 383 Kent Street was
awarded the 2002 Master Builder’s Association Excellence
in Construction Award for Best Commercial Building in the
AU$25.0 to AU$80.0 million category.

This A-Grade office tower is located just north of the Sydney

Harbour Bridge and was one of the few buildings in the area

at the time with floor plates of more than 1000 square metres.

The building comprises 4 basement levels, a ground retail
level and 14 upper commercial levels. The ground floor retail
arcade provides a direct link to the adjoining Greenwood
Plaza shopping centre and undercover access to North
Sydney railway station.

The development was evaluated by two independent
organisations — Rider Hunt Terotech and international
architect DEGW to ensure that the design met both tenant
and investor criteria. The development was rated “excellent”,
having both tenant and landlord efficiency of 87% thus
generating the highest possible DEGW rating for a building of

that size and scale at the time.

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One of the largest building projects in Australia at the time,
Star City involved the development of a casino, a five star
hotel, serviced apartments and entertainment complex with
two theatres, including the 2000 seat Lyric Theatre. The
3.35 hectare site is positioned in Pyrmont in close proximity
to Darling Harbour and the CBD. To accommodate the new
light rail system from Central Station to Pyrmont, Leighton
Properties worked with Leighton Contractors to develop and

build a rail corridor and station within the casino site.

The design and construction was extremely complex due to
the diverse range of elements within the project, which are all
interconnected. Additionally, the irregular footprint of the site
meant that an effective design required curves in most cases.
As a result, full-time surveyors were retained on the project

almost to its very conclusion.

This world class entertainment complex was developed in just
36 months and saw the employment of over 2000 people and

a maximum rate of expenditure of AU$28 million per month.
